French Cement.

This cement is desigued ag a pain
for the roofs of honses. It answersall
the purponses of comwmon puint, and
also protects the roof from fire. Those
who are erecting new houses, or are
shout to paint the roofs of old buitd-
iugs, would do well to try it. Theex-
pense of painting a roof in this wav.
would be much Jess than in the com
mon wethod. The cement hecomes
very hiard and glossy, and is said to be
more durable than the best kind of
paint.  ‘The following is a recipe for
making itz— :

Take as much lime as is usual in
making a pail full of whitewash and let
it be mixed in the pail nearly. tull of
water: in this put two pounds and a
half of brown sugar, and three pounds
of fine salt, mix them well together.
atd the cement is complete. A little
lamp black, yellow octire, or other co-
louring commodity, may be introduced
te change the colour of cement to
please the fancy of those who use it.—
The gentleman who furnished us with
the recipe for makigg it, observed that
he had used it with great success, and
recommends it particularly as a pro-
téction against fire.  Small sparks of
fire-that frequently lodge on the roofs
of houses, are. prevented by this ce-
ment fiow inflaming the shingles, So
cheap and - valeable a precaation a
gainst this destructive element, ought
notto pass untried. Those whio wish
to be better satisfied of its -utility, can
easily make the esperiment by. using a
small portion of the cemeant, on some
small temporary building: or it may be
tried on dry shingles .put together for
the purpose, and then “esposed (o the
