when we are assailed an epidemic
whieh is creeping slowly among .us;
and when prejudice is revived, against
tie invaluable discovery of the tmmor-
tal Jenner, a [ew (acts and observations
respecting the Small Pox, and the (_‘ll'l-
cacy of Vaccinalion as a prevenuve,
may not be umnteresting to the read-
ers of the Whig.
In relation to those epidemics which
have appeared in different countries,
at different periods, 1 shall only ob-
serve, that so long ago as in the year
1753, Vao Swieten in his commentasles
un the writings of the great Doctor
Boerhaave states, ‘that the genuine
swall pux was epidemic in Borope that
year, but the year following a spurious
kiud prevailed, by which many were
seized; thatin a great many of the cases
it was so mild, the paiienis were not
obliged to keep their beds, and in ma-
ny ustances had little or no fevert—
The celebrated Ductar Ssdenhaw, in
his treatise on epidemic diseases says,
¢that in the years 1667 *68 and *G9 the
regular small pux was epidemic. and
that in the years 1674 and 1675 an
anomalous Kind very difierent from the
former prevailed likewise epdemical
Iy, and required different treatmenty’
e also remarks that those who have
been afflicted with the anomalous or
spurious kied, are by no means exempt
from the contagion of the gentiue smaii
Hox.

In the year 1815 an epidemic erup-
tic fever, supposed to be the smatl pos.
prevailed in the city of New York:
a considerable alarm was excited there
from numerous reports that were in
circulation of persons taking the small
pux alter having been viccinated. A
commillee was sppointed by the Medi
cal Society of that city, to enquire into
the supposed causes of the failure of
vaccination in  preventing the smalbl

“lsmall pox, preducing convulsions, and

great general derangemeni’’—They
have remarked also that the chicken
pox may. be confluent to a great degree,
and they believe it may be protracted
to a longer perind than even small pox,
—that the ervptior may be wore abun-
dant on the face and head, than vi the
back and breast, and that it may even
occasion a swelling of the face.—
Whether its aggrezated form was ow-
ing to any peculiar atmospheric consti-
tution, or ether cause—and whether it
is to be considered a special variety of
chicken pox to be added to the form
most commonly described, the commit-
tee did.not veature to decide. Much
enquiry was made by them,in esamin-
ing into the history of sowe of the cas.
es in which the small pox was said to
have succeeded vaccinalion; and in a
areat number of iustances, no evidence
could he obtained, but that of the pa-
tient ov his friends, not even the least
mark of there having been a vaccine
pustule on the arm ; which they consid-
ered insufficient testimony. Io the
wonth of November of the same year
the United States Frigate Guerriece
arrived at New YOrk from the Mediter-
ranean With many of her crew labour-
ing under sniall pox—an enquiry was
made whether any of those infected
with the disease had ever been vaccin-
ated—it was found that uene of them
had-—bat it was ascertained that out
of one hundred and seventy-one wha
liad been vaccinated in ditferent parts
of the United States, atid in Europe,
nut a single one of them taok tlie smwall
pox, thougl constantly esposed to it in
a crowded ship.

‘The vac-
cive institution in London published
the following:—¢lt appears from the
numerous reports that have been pub-
lished by the medical establisbment
from abroad, from our own country,
and. for their own experience, that the
proportion of failures of vaceination to,
give security against small pux do not
amount to more than fifty out of two
hundred and fifty thousand vaccinated
persons: aud thuse upon investigation
were found to bave been mostly local
aliections.

Alter the above statement of facts
and experiments it way not perhaps be
dmiss to state some of the causes which
tend to injure the reputation of the
vaccine disease. One very great cause
i, tiat the disease being so miid as not
w reguire medicine, the attendauce of
a practitener is often dispensed with,
and the operativn entrusted Lo any in-
dividual unacquainted with the charac
eristic aymptoms of the disease, and
thereby a tvcal affection is induced not
anirequenty mistaken for the genuine
constiiatioval disease, It sometimes
nappens that after the operation is per-
{uneed by a physician, the patient is
aeglected  aud the disease runs its
course, without undergoing a suificient
examgihation.  fo such cases it is diffi
ety and for the most part impossible
to collect any satisfuctory medical tes-
timeny inrelation to the vature and
propress of the disease, when thereis a
suppused failure of vaccination prevent
ing swall pox.  From- this latter cir-
cumniance vecurring so frequently the
wedical committee of New York rec-
ommended sirongly Mr. Bryce’s meth-
od of testing the vaccine disease in all
future vaccinated cases': they alsourge
the necessity of vigiting the patient on
the fifth, seventh, ninth and eieventh
days after the operation, to be certain
that it is the genuine disease. It is
often very diflicult 0 decide pusitively
whether the patient bas been success:
fully vaccinaied, from accidenis bap-
pening to the arm—by the patieut
scratching ity {as it is sometimes atten-
ded with an itching  seusation,) or
from the head of the pustule being rub-
ed ulf before 1t-is matured.  Bruptions
on the skin, such as tetter, itei, &c.
{requently prevent the patient frow tak
ing the genuine canstitutional disease.
From the above we may wmfer thai
those persons who have had the genu-
ine vaccine disease are not wore liable
te smail pox-than those who have been
inoculated. N
