An official account of a part of the
proceedings has been published. The
charge against capt. Smith was, for
rreceiving on board the vessel under
his command a quantity of cochineal,
and transporting it from Vera Cruz
to Havanna—thus converting our
public vessels *into merchant vessels,
and making them subservient to pri-
vate cupidity. Thecharge was sub-
stantiated, and captain Smith was
sentenced to be ¢ cashiered, acd in-
capacitated for ever afterwards, for
any place or office in the navy”—
The court, however, ¢ in considera-
tion of the peculiar circumstances.un-
der which he was induced to this vi-
olation of duty, and of his long servi-
ces,” recommend him to the mercy
of the president—-to which recom-
mendation the president has yielded,
and captain Smith is restored to his
rank and station in the navy. With
respect to lieut. Kennon, we have
nothing inore, from an official source
than the result of his trial, which is,
a full and honorable acquittal.

Fredonian.

The following brief history of this circum+
stance from the Richmond Enquirer, Wil be
interesting to our readers.

WasHINGTON , March, 1824,

No circumstance has occurred in
the domestic history of our navy,
which has excited a more general

reeling of curiosity and inquietude

than the late arrest and tnial of lieut.
Kennou upon charges preferred a-
gainst him by corn. Porter. Lieut.
Kennon was tried for defending him-
self against an anonymous and &-
bellous attack published in the Savan-
nah Georgian of the 9th: of October
last, though called upon so to do by
the author of that piece, who charged
him with having uttered ¢ rank
{alschoods and with assailing the de-
cision & independentjudgment of his
commander in chief, aiid the captain
sgeneral of Cuba,” in a publication
made in the Norfolk Herald on his
arrival in the schooner Weazle, rela-
tive to the capture of the Spanish
schooner Segunda Galleago.

In his defence against these harsh
altegations, lieut. Kennon had to con-
iend against a covert and masked
foe 3 for, being about tossail for the
IPacific Ocean, he-was not able, pre-
paratory to his answer, to obtain
from the'Georgian editor clear and
unequivocal proof who the author
was that had made these violent
charges against ‘him.

In language modest, dignified and
respectful, and in his own proper
name, he replied to the anonymous
writer, and by the irresistable force
of truth and the testimonial of his
commander, given to him at parting,
lhe carried conviction home to the
lbosoms and feelings of every reader,
that the vituperation and abuse which
lhad been heaped upon him by the
(Georgian writer was as unwar:anta-
lble as it was undeserved. But, for
tthis and other publications of his in-
nocence, opes, frank end respectful,
lhe was arrested by corn. Porter,some
time afterwards, upon the strange &
anomalous ground that the remarks
made by lieut. K. against the Geor-
gian writer were intended jfor Aim,
although com. P. would not acknowl-
edge himself to be the author — either
at, that time or in a subsequent ex-

{amination of nine days before the

court martial, at which he appeared.
to sustain the prosecution. Not for
a single ¢harge made by the Georgi-
an paper against lieut. Kennon accu-
sing him with ¢ uttering. rank false-
hoods and assailing the independen;
judgment of his commander in chiet,’’
but as the charges shew, forthe man:
ner in which Kennon thought prop:
er to defend Aémself, and, as a letter
froni com. Porter to him declares, to
prevent offensive publications im
the newspupers. Thus intimating,
strangeas it may seem, that his arrest
was founded not so much upon any
thing which lieut. K. had published,
as upon what com. P. jfeared he
might publish. Upon charges of
this character brought against lieut.
K. on the eve of sailing for the Pacif-
ie, as first lieutenant of the U. S. fri-
gate, and when he had incurred con-
siderable expense for his outfit, did
the secretary of the.navy confirm his
arrest and summon a court as respec-

During an arduous and able inves-
tigation of three weeks, the Georgian
jpublication was made the ¢ gist” of
ithe whole trial — for, however, desn:-
abie on the part of the prosecutor 1t
was to keep that piece out of view,
it was as important to the prisoner;
it showed that he made known, and
placed on the record of the court, as
he had then no doubt coin. P. was
the author of it, and as it was lieut.
K’s. principal justification and reli-
ance against the trial to which he
was then so vexatiously subjected.
No cross examination, device or
« trap” of the law, could draw from
com. P. the confession that he was
the Georgian writer, and the court
were obliged to send 3 commission
to take the deposition of the editor
with regard to it. Itis true, inthe
course of thetrial corn. P. did assume
much of the character of the author
by declaring in evidence that he
“knew who the author was—that
he agreed with him in all that he
had atledged against lieut. K. and
that he was prepared to prove it.”
In the progress of his efforts to do
this, the deposition of the Georgian
editor was received which proved in
the most conclusive and solemn man-
ner that com. Porter was the author
of the publication of the 9th October.
How far he had succeeded in pro-
ving the allegations of the author
¢ whom he knew,” or his own after
that character had been fixed upon
himself, the sentence of tne court
has satisfactorily shown by declaring
that ¢ no charge or specification is
proved,” aiid that the accused is ¢/wé-
ly acquitted,” of every thing alleg-
ed against him! Such is a succinct
history of the late court martial
which the record will show, if it ev-
er is published, and which from the
principles it will disclose affecting
the dearests interests of the navy, it
is the object of these remarks to en-
deavor to obtain.

deliver the same to the president of
t1e society.  The claimant for a pre-
piium for any domestic manufac-
ture, shall also if required, furnish a
detail of the process, machinery and
materials, by which the same has
teen manufactured.

¢ Should any untrue description or
report be made to the president, for.
-Ithe purpose of fraudulently obtaining
a premijum, it is declared to be the
duty of every member, forthwith to
inform the president thereof, who
shall lay the eircumstances and proofs
before the board, and who is authori-
sed. to withhold the’ premium until
the hoard decide thereon. In all ca-
ses of flagrant and intentional decep-
tion, the board shall expel the offen-
der from the society ; of which ex-
pulsiona public declaration shall be
made at the ensuingannual meeting.’
