The copy
n question, if correct, must be resorted to for
unfriendly purposes, and in breach of con-
fidence, and has probably been purloined —

vours recommending colonel Draylon, in
which I concurred with you in the great re-
sult, that the president ought to be the head
of the nation, rather than of a party; but
thougrht that that result could only be brought
about by time, considering'the circumstan-
ces in which we were then placed. By peru-
sing your letters, I find that you essentially
concurred with me in that sentiment,although’
you- inclined to the opimon that'such men s’
colonel Drayton: who had given such proofs

his country, ought to be considered as hav-
ing a just claim to the government, and, in
act 1o be counsidered as republicans. The
copy of this letter 1 have not been able to
find, nor do I recollect ever seeing it, or your

GREECE AND TURKEY.

Accounts from ‘i r.este, of the 27th March,
mention the re-appearance of the Egyptian
squadron in the Archipelago, and whatit had
uken a Greek vessel. It is also said that the
pacha of Eyypt never sent any reinforce.
ments to the isle o! Candia, and that the re-
port of his having declared himself indepen-
dent was unfounded. The pacha had gone
to Upper Egypt to inspect his new embodied
corps, and he appears to have raised,ana dis-
ciplined. there 25,000 men on the principie of
Luropean tactics. On hearing of the prepa-
rations at Constantinople for the invasion of
the Morea, the Grecks despatched Furopean
engineers 10 - raise {ortifications on _the Isth-
mus of Coriuth. and on the side of Thebes,
und on all the principal mountains, and mar-
ched alarge body of troops to reinforce \he
blockading army at Patras, with instructions
(0 carry the place by assault if t':e Turks re-
fused to surrender. Several distinguished

It appears’ from the
London papers than an agent of the Greek
committeé had sailed from Portsmouth with

lished in Greece on the 9th of February.

A Greek merchant, named Elia Buli, hav-
ing been ordered by the pacha of Smyrna to
be arrested, he fled on board the English
merchant ship, when the captain was direct-
«d by the British consul to give lum up.—
This the captain refused, & on going ashore
to remonstrate he was arrested by tne con-
sul and thrown into prison. Janissaries were
then sent on board, who touk -out Mr Bali.
But as they were proceeding ta the shore,

they were overhauled by a boat from the Bri-|—
tish Frigate commanded by lord Spencer,

who took Mr B.on board. LordS. then
sent a messenger to the consul demanding
The release of the captain from confinement,
which order, according 1o the accounts re-
ceived, the consul declined to comply with.
The British captain himself, with officers'&
marines, then procecded to the consulate, &
forcibly brought- away the. captain of the
English merchant ship. ’
It is stated, on the authority of Brussels
papers, that the Turkish Divan had recently
manifested a decidedly hostile disposition to-
wards Russia, and bad actually orderved a
large body of troops to be marched to rein-
force their army on fhe Danube.
