I'o this state of human degradation 
by h u m t i  means. we may date the 
rirotives which led t u  the first settle- 
merit of this western world.

which, i n  a great measure, guaranteed 
the popular rights. N6twitiistanding 
in some of those societies t1iei.e were 
transactions which cast a sliatle over 
their characters, yet they felt a deep- 
rooted aversion to tyranny. This gave 
ihe spirit o f  liberty a,fostering protec- 
t ion in their.I"earts, which grew 
zheir growth aud ripened i a  their 
Perivnce. 

.?'he Rritidi kovmn.mpnt, uncrun- 
scious of the growth of'this s$i?&iin 
Iier\coIonies, discovered, bqt too late, 

an  habi t ua t ed sentiment 

desolating scenes of the revolulion :- 
this led them to brave the htigues ol 
the camp, and to face tlie engines 0 1  
death. They were actuated i n  this by 
principle, not by reverige. I t  was r m  
the denlanding t w o  pence o n  ever) 
pound of tea iinportetl into tliis coun 
try, hut their assumption, nliich thej 
resisted. They foreiiaw tile conae- 
guencea of not making a determinec 
srarid against those encroachments oc

sion w u t ~ h !  ;d. T l l i v  consideration 
established in tlrein a spirit of resist. 
ance, which was accelerated tonard 
jier5ctioz I;J the :iiessures of the Hri 
tis0 gowrnment, and vandal bnrbaritg 
of their sotdiery. Tiley were so con 
firmed io this principle, that even lift 
was not too dear to purchase it. This 
under tlie pntrotiaee of the God of ar. 
rnies, atid ttie pructrnt conduct of the 
ever niemorahle Washington. led them 
after eight gears stl u.geIe to a cwnfirrna. 
tion of tncir declaration. This gnitizd 
them i n  the formation o f  their respect 
ive state aiid federal govtwiiiwntq.- 
T h i s  raised tlwtn superior to prejudice: 
i n  favor ot the goveriimedt u d e i  
which they were e\ctucated, slid frrilec 
tlie desigrrs of those w l i f ~  o i i l v  s%isl;et 
to excharige rnaht'rrs. I)etermiineO r (  
be Free, thev vipvietl every measurc 
w i t h  a jealous e je .  This spirit ha! 
been visibly alise through all the mea 
surps of govrrnmeut, till the close ( I  

rtie late war, wklcn tlie ern of gooc 
feelings ar05c in i t s  ii.;?je<iy, and tlic 
spirit of  seventy-six expired in  it! 
arms. 

This devotion to their civil rights 
led them tu view Jay's tnemcirable trea 
ty with a degree of subpicion. Thi:

tares, arid soliciting public loans.-
