T h e  nominal price of real estatt 
and cominoditics WRS unreasonublj- liig'h 
owing in thc  first place to  a brisk posi 
t i r e  dcmaiid, aiid i n  t he  next pl:rce 
principally to  thc  rapid depreciation o 
p:ipcr money wllich h:tci issued from tht 
almost incredible nuinl~cr  of bank: 
which 1i:td been pcrmitted to twinkle : 
weak, and in many instances ephemera 
csis twce,  in amount rastly dispfopor 
tioriate to the necessities of the country 
T h e  C:L~ISCS, Iiowever, which occasioncc 
tlicse cstravag:int prices, i n  their furthei 
:lerelopcmeiit produced also a r:ipid and 
estcnsii-e reduction, involving in irre- 
triexihle ruin thosc who had inconside- 
rately contracted licnvy dcbts  during the 
infi:ctiori. 

The Bank of thc United States, incor- 
porated on t l ie  principle of 3 specie- 
paying institution, interposed the first 
check to the  licentious career of the 
State Banks, by compelling them to wind 
L I ~ ,  01' tn limit their  busincss to  .\vhat 
their solid capital actunlly paid in woultl 
jiisfify. Wiis proccss, which \vas carried 
un by tlie joipt  :igcncy of the govern- 
ment and the  bank, \vas necessarily a 
work of time, and involved a scrvice of 
p e n t  dclicacy :ts well as difficulty. T o  
Iiavc p u t  forth at once without reserve 
the strong power they possessed, \n~uld 
h : t w  carried dismay and ccrt:rin dcstruc- 
tinil to  a large proportion of the local 
b n n l x ,  and titter ruin to most of those in- 
debted to them. T o  liave long suffered 
the disastrous state of iiiings which CS- 

istcd would have been injustice to  the 
moderate and f i r  dealer, and incompati. 
blc with tlic best interests of the coun. 
try-which required that  as soon as pr:ic. 
tic:il)le the currency should bc restorecl 
to  a sound state, and every thing adaptcd 
to  tiic relations of peace and regctlar bu. 
sincss. A middle coursc was ~viscly pur 
sucd, by which a reasoii:tble timc ~ a :  
given for gradual but  steady eurtatlment, 
and t h e  design prosecuted under cir. 
cumstances of extreme embaimssmenf 
and ansicty until t h e  end \vas accom.

Tlic principal attention of the govern- 
nent and people, down t o  the period of 
he late v;:tr, w a s  directed to the great  
)ranches of industry, Agriculttrre and 
>omnicrcc. 3Isnufacturcs, excepting 
,!lip bui l t l i r i~ 3nd some others coiinectcd 
s i t h  the  tixvigation of t h e  country, were 
) u t  partially encour:tged by either.- 
Dririiig tiic war, t h e  actual iiccd of many 
nnnuf:ictiircd articles of the first ncccs- 
iity, aided by the double duties imposed 
'or revenue, p v e  such a spring to this 
~r:tnch :LS speedjly t o  place it on a res- 
,~ect:tble footing. Since the conclttsion 
3f the war, t h e  question IIOW far it is 
:specliefit by legislative encourngemellt

And addi~ionnl aiticles :ire furnis!ied for 
consnmptiou or cscI1aiige, must be  bene- 
ficial to  the whole. Would our.f:mners 
conscilt to  have their  innirket restricted 
by the  loss of their  innnufilcturing CUS. 
toiners ? The same rensoii wl;icl~ u-ould 
lead them t o  the answer, No ! m i s t  ne. 
cessarilj-, if properly considered, inakc 
them inore tlian \villing to increase t h e i ~  
number, especially, as by SO doiug thc 
number of their r i d s  would l e  relative 
ly diminished. 

The sciencc of Political Economy, a! 
connected with t h e  wealth of nations 
has been treatcd as abstruse and difficult 
Vay i t  not be  much simplified, and bet 
t e r  comprehended, by viewing a com 
muitity of i idk i+<ds  i!? the same light 
and by testing their  pecuniary transac 
tions by the  sxme rules that w e  woulc 
apply to  a single individual ? Whateve1 
contraricty of opinion may esis t  (:LIIC 

rnrich docs cxist) in r c p r d  t o  the policj 
of protecting oiir m:inufiicti~res, I have 
ti0 doubt L i l t  t ha t  thcy will gratluallJ 
cstend and increase, in despite of cverj 
difficulty, and finally conciliate much o 
the  opposition u h i c h  they now enconn 
tcr. 

In reviewing the history of tlie arlmin 
istration of this government, none wil 
ivholly approve-none indiscriminr~tely 
:ensure. Like t h e  workmanship of mere 
inen iri every branch of their operations, 
it exhibits a succession of measures'niore 
3r less wise a i d  salutary-injudicious 01 
uiijust. The Constitution is t h e  great 
chart by wliicll t h e  vessel of state is nav- 
igated, a i d  its provisions, if duIy olserv-  
ed, will keep  t h e  pilots somewhere in 
:he latitucte of their  duty. Not doubt- 
ng, however, b u t  tha t  much mischief 
inight be committed, or that errors have 
x c u r r c d  without iiifracting its express 
jtipukitions, we will notice some of its 
:ardinal virtues, tha t  we may perceive in 
what directions t h e  govcrnment is hem- 
ned in by it. 

The  Coiistitlltion guarantees a free 
to1er:itioit of religion. Those only who 
have felt or  witnessed the effeets of r e -  
ligious persecution-\dio are not a t  least 
historically acquainted with t h e  mon- 
strous injustice and oppression whicll 
religious est:iblislimellts, prfitected al;d 
indemnified by civil gover~inients, 11aw 
practised on mankind, can duly sppreci. 
ate tlic valuc o f  this provision. This 
guarnntec is so firmly sanctioned by  pub. 
lic opinion in this  country that there i 5  
little danger of its violation. 

l'lie pr.ivilege of tlie writ of Hnbeus 
Corpus, and the r ight  of trial by jury: 
are important reservations to  the pcoplc 
'I'hese form cssctitial constituents in the 
frame of every free government, secur. 
ing t h e  person of  the  citizen from un. 
reasonable restraint, and his propert) 
from t h e  corrupt  partiality of unjusl 
judges. 

T h e  prohibition of orders of nobility, 
and hereditary distinctions o f  every kind, 
lcavc the  road t o  lionorable I;'refernieni 
to  the  highest offices in the  gift of the 
people or tlie government, and all the 
immunities of an  .Qmcrican citizen open 
to all on equal terms. This is plain un. 
sophisticated republicanism, by the  ope. 
ration of which thc: nation has a chance 
for arid often receives the benefit of the 
virtuc and talents of tl~ose of obscure 
pmcntage-of incrit wliercvcr met.

I am no friend to I.eligious, whatever ]may 
tfiink of political tests, yet the people fnr 
their credi: sake, if nothing more, ought to 
give moral worth a preference over lewd, 
diss;pated uid profane men, however splen- 
did their talents may be; for srranpers.will 
pretty much identify the people of a district 
with their rcpreseiitative, t&ing it for gran.

are remark.. not cinr eqiient. 

I do not insist that a qci:Afied elector,wto 
retiisec or neglects to vole for represents- 
~ives, alight to b . liable to a fine, as is tlie 
case in one or nrore of the United States, but 
f (IO streniiously tirge the dpty. 

portaiit branches of the Gorernmeiit-Coli- 
gress particularly igvastly more so than tlie 
Izxecutive Department, holding as it dws 
the sword and piirse-strings of the nstion, b 
h a v q  miich more connexian, and greater af- 
finity with the peopie. It can moreover, end 
does i n  ef3ect cnntrol tbe exrcutive, wbich 
is at any moment liable to its severe scriiti- 
ny. There is little diriiger of the esecutive 
qettirg wide astray. so long as we have an in. 
quisitiw Congress-and our congreascs \will 
probably continue to be jnqtiisitive. This is 
right. If it fiometimes CduSeS a great deal 
rit'tronble, and some expense, by unmeaniog 
ca!ls for information, expositiiin &c. no great 
harm is done. Better call witbout any goo3 
reason, than call not at all. 

But wheis to bling the more important, 
becanbe more powerful body, the congress to 
Account. 
To the executive it is utterly irresponsibk;
